The foundation

CAB Fondation in Saint-Paul de Vence is a private 
contemporary art center,  younger than CAB Bruxelles 
and was inaugurated in June 2021. As in Brussels, it is 
dedicated to promoting minimal and conceptual art, 
both from Belgium and internationaly, through a dyna-
mic program of exhibitions and events. 
Historical design from the 1950s to the 1970s is also part 
of the Collection, with pieces of furniture and lighting 
that fit perfectly between the different spaces : the ca-
fé-restaurant, the gest rooms, the dismountable 6x6 
house by architect Jean Prouvé, the exhibition spaces.

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The space

CAB Fondation, settled into a 1950’s building, has been 
entirely renovated by the French architect and designer 
Charles Zana. 

The foundation is well located, between the Aimé and 
Marguerite Maeght Fondation and the historic old town, 
20 minutes from the international Nice airport, and 40 
minutes from Monaco. CAB Fondation is a major place 
in the region, a prestigious player in the modern and 
contemporary art circuit, highly praised by collectors 
and art lovers, mentionned among Fondation Venet, Do- 
maine du Muy, Commanderie de Peyrassol, Château La 
Coste and Villa Noailles.
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The Outdoors

The sculpture garden and the backside gardens of the 
Foundation are offering a bucolic frame for visitors. 
The outdoor spaces can also be exploited for events. 
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SOL Café-Restaurant 

A 76m2 space - with a 33m2 bar - and a 35m2 patio. Furni-
tures designed by Charlotte Perriand. Work of Sol Lewitt. 
Capacity of 12 tables (24 covers) inside and outside.

The Large Glass Room

A Space with a large window, with a 120m2 surface, and 
a 40m2 mezzanine.

The Large Gallery Room

A 139m2 space, the greatest interior surface of the CAB 
Foundation.

A 100m2 space, exhibition room and library.

Jean Prouvé House

The foundation has a 6x6 meter demountable house by 
Jean Prouvé, dating from 1944. Its interior is furnished 
with pieces also designed by the architect/designer.

Pieces by Le Corbusier, Pierre Jeanneret, Paolo Buffa 
and more, are visible in the rooms of Fondation CAB.

Summer Party

Each year, the CAB Fondation hosts a party on June 21st, 
inviting friends of the institution. 
Exploiting both indoor and outdoor spaces, the event 
offers guided tours of the exhibition and a cocktail din-
ner into the foundation’s gardens, punctuated by music.

The venue offers an ex-
ceptional setting for dinners, seminars, receptions, press 
events, after-parties and exhibition openings.

Fondation CAB’s rental prices are :

- 4.500,00€ HTVA for the day (until 6 PM),
- 6.000,00€ HTVA for the evening (starting at 6 PM).
- 7.500,00€ HTVA by day + night, and for all reservations of consecutive days (the foundation is not 
available for other events during those nights). 

The price for renting the 4 guest rooms + the Prouvé house 

- 1.500,00€ HTVA excluding VAT (not included in the foundation’s spaces rental) 

Prices include agency commission (10%)

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These rental prices include :

- insurance costs (depending on the activity); 
- heating, water and electricity costs;
- costs of using the existing installation;
- cleaning costs after the event.

These prices do not include:

- The costs of dismantling/assembling of any work of the current exhibition if necessary and subject to 
the artist’s acceptance;
- The presence of staff (if the event takes place outside the opening hours of the Fondation CAB);
- Parking fees (chemin des Trious / chemin des Gardettes);
- Rental of the SOL restaurant: chef Jean-Luc ADAM offers 3 menus to choose from (variable prices);
- Guided tour of the exhibition.
